1. Modeling Exposure: Deterministic,
Probabilistic, Spatial, and Population-
Level Approaches 8:00 am – Noon.

Instructor: Bruce Hope, Oregon DEQ

Course Objectives: This course is
intended to bridge the gap between those
courses that only discuss deterministic
methods and those few that focus
exclusively on very advanced techniques.
It will begin by reviewing classic
deterministic methods for quantifying
exposure of ecological receptors and then
progress to presenting and discussing
advanced and emerging approaches, such
as probabilistic (Monte Carlo), spatially-
and temporally-explicit, population-level,
and joint probability.

Course Outline:
Introduction:  Risk assessment process
overview, exposure assessment overview,
problem formulation and conceptual
models for exposure assessment.

Determinist ic Models: Exposure
modeling lexicon and definitions,
partitioning models, Food web models,
biomagnification models, and expressing
results.
